The letter des- 

ignation "N" indicates the new version (e.g., N61K10G). 

The chart on this page reflects the dimensional 

changes for our bronze gear pumps with carbona- 

tor style motor mount. 

These dimensional changes are the result of a 

design upgrade package which includes replacing the 

 

flat paper gasket with a FKM (fluorocarbon rubber) o-ring. 

The body has been machined to provide a groove for the 

FKM o-ring.  FKM has superior elasticity and will not read- 

ily take a compressive set (like Buna-N) thereby assuring a 

better seal. Also, the old spur gears have been replaced 

with new helical gears which significantly reduce noise. 

These design changes will enhance the performance 

of our gear pumps and further strengthen the long recog- 

nized quality of Oberdorfer Pumps.
